5 Fleet Organization

racing. Multihull boats will compete in the Multih division. Boats may only compete in one
division for a series.

Course Signals

Neither the course nor the positions of marks lglichanged after the preparatory signal. This
changes Rule 33.

Missing Marks

If a competitor observes that a mark of the coiggrissing during a race, the competitor shallfgoti
the race committee by VHF channel 69 as soon aslpes Upon receiving such notification the race
committee shall request other competitor(s) to icomthat a mark of the course is missiftxémple:
“MOREF Fleet, Boat X reports that mark Y is missir@an any other competitors confirm this
report?”). Upon receiving confirmation, the race committeall abandon the race, making the
required visual and sound signals (Code flag N ®ifound signals if the race wile resailed; code
flag N over A with 3 sound signals if the racelimadoned and will ndie resailed. Note, the RC
can replace code flag N with N over A if it decidater not to resail the race.) This changes Rule

race has been abandoned.

Resailing Abandoned Races

If a race is abandoned (Code flag N), competitbedl seturn to the starting area to await further
instructions from the race committee. The racerodtee should endeavor to resail abandoned races
as soon as practical, circumstances permittingelenthe race committee will not begin a new
starting sequence after 3 pm. Any abandoned ratceegailed on the day it was originally scheduled
is cancelled.

Starting Additional Races on Multiple Race Day s

When it is the intention of the Race Committeeuto an additional race on a given day, the RC will
signal its intention to run another race that daylisplaying the “R” flag from the Signal Boat &kt
finish of the previous race.

After finishing competitors shall stay clear of thimishing Line and observe the starting area
boundaries.The “R” flag will be lowered with one sound signalone minute before the Attention
Flag (F Flag) is signaled for the next race

The F Flagwill be displayed by the Signal Boat as courtesglést the fleet 5 minutes prior to the
first warning signal for the following race. TheFkag will be lowered when the first warning signal
is raised beginning the starting sequence of theviong race. The F Flag is displayed as a courtesy
and is not allowed as the basis for redress.

The Finish

The finishing line will be between the MORF flag thre race committee signal boat and the finishing
mark except for courses S1-8. For courses S1-8riishing line will be between the MORF flag on
the race committee signal boat and the inflatalderto starboard of the signal boat.

Penalty System
The Two-Turns Penalty, rule 44.2, will apply.

Time Limits

The time limit for all races except long distanaeas shall be 4 hours after the last start. The ti
limit for long distance races shall be 9 hoursratfte last start. Boats failing to finish withimettime
limit will be scored Did Not Finish without a heag.

Notification

In addition to the notification(s) required by thees, a boat intending to protest shall:
Inform the race committee upon finishing or retyrfnom the race of the protest and the name
and/or sail number of the protested yacht.
Notify the Secretary or leave a message on the HOEby telephone not later than 12:00 noon
of the first Monday after the race. The same fimé applies to all protests by the race
committee and protest committee and to request®éivess. This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2
Submit to the protest committee 5 copies of a @mifprotest on or before the commencement of
the protest meeting. A protest form is includethis Race Book.
Requests for redress regarding finish times abetfiled not later than the second Friday after
the race in question.

Race Notice Board section of the MORF web site (WRMCEMORF.org) to inform boats under
rule 61.1(b).

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Safety Regulations

Check-in Procedure

A boat intending to compete in the day’s race(g)Istheck in with the committee boat. After the
committee boat has anchored, a boat intendingceshould pass close to the committee boat and
hail the boat's name, sail number and section.odt must receive acknowledgment from the race
committee to complete her check-in and ensurestimatwvill be scored. Having her mainsail hoisted
and her section flag displayed will facilitate aabe check-in. Checking in by radio is discouraged
Boats checking in after the first warning signadlshvoid the starting area until after their waigi
signal has been made.

Retirement

A boat that retires from a race or decides nobtaete in later races that day shall notify therac
committee as soon as possible by hail or by radi¥ldF channel 69. If the Committee boat cannot
be reached, another yacht racing should be natified a message should be left on the HOTLINE
notifying the Secretary of the boat’s withdrawal.

No Sail Zones

The U.S. Coast Guard and Chicago Police Departheard designated all water intake cribs as
“Security Zones”. No boat shall approach closanttOO0 yards to a crib or sail inside the Security
Zone delineated by specially marked buoys surragndicrib. Security zones delineated by
specially marked buoys are designatedtzstructions

Equipment

Owner’s Responsibility

The safety of a boat and its crew is the sole aaddapable responsibility of the owner, or the
owner’s representative, who must do their beshsuee that the yacht is fully found, thoroughly
seaworthy and manned by an experienced crew whphgsacally fit to face bad weather. They
must ensure that the boat is sound in all respt@sall required safety equipment is aboard, is
properly maintained and stowed, and that the creawls where it is and how it is used.
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Neither the establishment of these special reguiafitheir use by the organizing authority, nor the
inspection of a yacht under these regulations yrweay limits or reduces the complete and unlimited
responsibility of the owner or owner’s represeneati The responsibility for a boat’s decision to
participate in a race or to continue racing is laéoge (rule 4).

Inspection

A yacht may be inspected at any time. If she degsomply with these special regulations her entry
may be rejected, or she will be liable to disquedifion or such penalty as may be prescribed by the
national authority or the sponsoring organization.

Radio Communications

The Committee boat will monitor VHF Channel 69. nqeetitors may use Channel 69 (or an alternate
channel designated by the committee boat) to conwatenwith the committee boat concerning
matters of health and safety. Except as permitjeithese sailing instructions, a boat shall neither
make radio transmissions while racing nor receagba communications not available to all boats.
This restriction also applies to mobile telephotfi@s.and e-mail communications. Personal
communications not related to weather or sea congitthe day’s race(s), or sailboat racing, and
which could not be construed in any way as “outsiel” are excluded from this restriction.

Race Committee Courtesy Broadcasts

The Race Committee may report visual signals digglaand other pertinent information over VHF
Channel 69 (or an alternate channel as directatidoiRace Committee). This information is provided
as a courtesy to competitors and does not in ayyattar their responsibility to observe the Race
Committee’s visual signals which govern the condifiche race. Errors or omissions involving such
courtesy broadcasts shall not be grounds for rediiéss changes rule 41 (outside help).

Prizes

Eligibility and Exceptions
